
 

 
Policy and Procedures for Evaluating International Academic Credentials.  

 
1.0 The Globalization of the Construction Manager Profession 
Globalization of the Construction Manager profession has resulted in CCMs working outside the 
United States and international Construction Managers working in the United States.  This 
situation has resulted in greater visibility of the credential internationally; consequently, CMCI 
(hereafter, the Institute) now receives an increased number of applications from other countries.   
Because education is one of the primary qualifications for candidacy, the Institute must be 
assured that a degree meets or exceeds the recognized United States accredited programs. The 
Institute has indicated that it will accept comparable educa tional credentials that adhere to the 
procedures listed in this document.  
 
2.0 Current Domestic Collegiate and University Recognitions  
The Institute recognizes programs accredited by The Accreditation Board for Engineering and 
Technology (ABET), the National Architectural Accrediting Board (NAAB), and the American 
Council for Construction Education (ACCE).  ABET  has memoranda of understanding with 
several foreign counterparts (http://www.abet.org/international.shtml); similarly, ACCE also has 
reciprocal recognition agreements (http://www.acce- hq.org/reciprocityagreements.htm).
